Family Purse

The family Purse is an amount of money that contributes toward the running costs of the Diocese of
Chelmsford. Every church pays a share which is calculated on the size of the electoral role and the socio
economic nature of the parish. There is a leaflet explaining how this money is spent at the back of the church.

The Family purse due for 2009 was £23,056.
It was paid in full which is a great achievement. Thank you to everyone for your generous giving over the year.

The amount for2010 is £23,054, which you will notice is £2 less.
Church giving is broken down as follows ;

Several activities bring in a regular monthly
income but the hall is available for private parties.

The rates are £70 for 4 hours in the afternoon

St Paul 6s Church Buildings Developm

Earlier in the year we held two public meetings to present a scheme to develop the
buildings at St Paul’'s which would incorporate the demolition of the link-way, create a
new main entrance to the church buildings through the Garden of Rest, build a
reception area and lounge, new meeting rooms, toilets and kitchen, and a stage to
enable open air functions to take place in the back field.

Several people voiced concerns regarding the widening of the path in particular and in
view of their contribution, the Parochial Church Council reviewed the plans and asked
our architect to redraw them to minimise the impact on the Garden of Rest. The plans
have been changed and the suggestion from the previous meeting to make the access
to the new entrance of the church down a slightly widened existing side path, has been
agreed. Furthermore, the Garden of Rest will have a fence put around it and the new
building will be set back so that the far end of the garden will only be accessible
through a small gate off the path.

With the proposed installation of attractive iron railings and a double gate at the front,
the overall effect will be to make the Garden of Rest more secluded and with a higher
level of security. Subsequently a new plan was presented at another public meeting
and a faculty (permission from the Diocese) was applied for.

On February 20th 2010 we received notification that the Chancellor, having taken into
account any objections, has agreed the proposal for widening the path in the Garden
of Rest.

We have also had an Access Survey carried out and were granted the funds to pay for
it by The City Bridge Estates. The backdrop to the garden will be a modern and
beautiful new building that will incorporate a lounge, new meeting rooms and a kitchen
which will enable us to care for the elderly and lonely of our community while giving

access for wheel chairs and push chairs to every part of the hall and church. The
existing access at the front of the hall will remain as it is.

We are now in the process of raising £3,500 for the widening of the path and have
asked for several quotations as we propose to have the path widened within the next 6
months.

The next phase is to apply for a faculty for the rest of the building, raise £15,000 for
the structural survey and the quantity surveys to be carried out and then we shall apply
for planning permission. Once that is granted we need to raise £1.2M to pay for it all.
